The Short
Term Exchange is a family-to-family exchange, whereby
you go out to the other family for 3 to 4 weeksand
thenreturn home hosting your host brother/sister here
for 3 to 4 weeks. The short term exchange is during the
summer holidays, whereas those involved in the long
term exchange leave August/Septemberand return the
following summer.

Host families are carefully screened by Rotary, so thata
safe and caring environment is provided.

Club.
